•    Hartman’s Yellow (Yellow cherry-sized originally grown in Indiana) 
•    Hungarian Heart (Pink heart-shaped fruit up to a pound each. Originally grown in 
Budapest) 
•    Wisconsin 55 (Red 5-8 oz fruits, great for sauces and canning.) 
•    Cherry Roma (Heavy sets of 1 inch plum-shaped fruits) 
•    Israeli Sweetie (Super sweet bite-sized salad tomatoes from the Holy Land)
